
When I first started 
authoring DVDs I couldn’t 
get the darn things to work! 
I tried various programs (at 
the cheap end of the 
market) but none of them 
produced a DVD that would 
work.  Another IOV member 
recommended Ulead DVD 
Factory, which was a basic 
authoring program and, all 
of a sudden, I had a DVD 
that worked. 
 On this basis and due to 
the fact that you couldn’t do 
much with DVD factory I tried 
DVD Workshop and it was 
great - it worked.  OK, it was a 
bit limited, but it didn’t really 
matter because I was able to 
produce DVDs that worked. 
 Well now, Ulead have 
upgraded Workshop to Version 
2 and proclaim its greatness by 
claiming lots of new features 

with “enhanced creativity” 
“enhanced input options”  
“enhanced output options”  and 
designed for the “creative 
professional”  with a “design 
centric workflow”.  Wow! 
Design centric workflow!  If 
only I knew what that meant! 
 
A Familiar Feel 
If you already use Workshop 
you will feel quite at home with 
the new version.  The layout 
and method of working is 
basically the same as before 
but it looks a bit prettier.  For 
those of you who haven’t used 
it before - it is very easy.  
 
Installation 
Installation was easy apart 
from the fact it didn’t work first 
time.  When I tried to start the 
installed program it told me 
there was a file missing and I 
should reinstall, which I duly 
did, but with the same result.  
I tried it on my other PC and 
the install was fine (Ulead 
Support tell me that maybe my 
XP isn’t up to the latest level!  
Perhaps there should be 
something in the install 
procedure that checks for this 
then, Mr Ulead!).  
 Anyway I copied the 
missing file from one PC to the 
other and everything was OK 
on both PCs. 

When Workshop starts you are 
presented with a monitor 
window and a toolbar with 5 
options – Start, Capture, Edit, 
Menu, Finish.  They are all self-
explanatory.  
 
Start  
Here you set up your project 
details like name, where you 
want to save it, etc.  You also 
open saved projects from this 
window. 
 
Capture  
Here you capture your video 
from your camcorder or VCR, 
or if you wish you can import 
already captured video or 
MPEG2 files.  You can capture 
straight into MPEG, AVI or 
WMV.  
 Here was where I came 
across my first problem.  I use 
a Canopus DVStorm2 for 
capture and although 
Workshop recognised the 
capture card it wouldn’t let me 
capture DV.  Composite and S-
video, Yes - DV, No.  
 Ulead Support said they 
know this and that I should 
capture DV using the Storm2 
software and then import the 
files into Workshop – which 
worked fine (it does actually 
say on the Ulead website that 
it is not compatible with 
Canopus capture cards).  
  

There have been a lot of 
'format wars' over the years 
but one of the most uneven 
of battles has surely been 
that between VHS and DVD. 
Now that DVD is mopping 
up the last remnants of the 
VHS battalions, corporate 
video producers finally have 
a distribution tool that does 
justice to the high 
production values that 
typify even the more 
modestly-budgeted 
productions. 
 However DVD is a much 
more demanding format in that 
even when you have produced 
a sophisticated video 
programme it is not acceptable 
simply to bung it onto a DVD 
with a one line menu saying 
"Play Movie".  Customers 
expect the DVD front end itself 
to be a 'production'.  Enter 
various DVD authoring 
programs amongst the most 
recent of which is Adobe 
Encore DVD. 
 

You need a Plan 
When setting up a DVD 
authoring project a full project 
plan is essential.  This will 
include consideration of the 
number of scenes to be 
included on the DVD and what 
happens when each scene 
finishes (e.g. return to main or 
sub menu, go to next scene, 

etc.) and Encore caters for a 
good range of choices. 
 Another early consideration 
is the overall look of the 
various menu screens to be 
employed.  Encore offers a 
number of customisable 
templates for both main and 
sub menus and in practice I 
have stuck with these for all of 
the DVDs that I have authored 
so far.  
 This 'customisability' 
includes the replacement of 
backgrounds with a graphic or 
moving image, the placing of 
buttons and altering of button 
text, and the addition or 
deletion of buttons and their 
routing. Additionally, a button 
can consist of a graphic, a 
poster frame from the video 
programme or a moving image. 

Adobe Family Traits 
Encore follows the familiar 
Adobe practice of having a 
series of work areas set within 
palettes.  With Encore the 
principal work areas are: 
Project (in which all assets, 
menus and timelines are 
listed); Menus (in which  
menus and sub menu content 
are created and edited); 
Timelines (in which video and 
audio clips are entered and, 
e.g. chapter points added); 
and Disc (in which final DVD 
building is initiated).  
 For each of these a 
'Properties' palette is available 
in which various parameters 
are set.  For example, one can 
set how long a menu should 
remain on screen before 
reverting to another menu or 
to the playing of a clip. 
Additionally, the functionality 
of the end user's DVD player 
handset buttons can be 
determined. 
 

Importing 
Movie clips can be imported in 
either their native format, 
subject to certain restrictions 
such as frame size and file 
type (e.g. QuickTime is not 
supported), or as MPEG2 
encoded files (preferably non-
multiplexed, otherwise Encore 
will have to re-encode so as to 
untangle the video and audio). 
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Two views of two DVD Authoring packages 
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For example, you have created 
a menu with lots of selections 
on it.  The user views the first 
item and, when that finishes, 
they can be taken 
automatically onto the second 
item and then onto the third, 
etc.  
 However, if they start off 
by selecting just, say, item 3 
then at the end of item 3 you 
can have the viewer returned 
to the menu instead of going 
onto item 4.  
 Sound complicated?  Maybe 
it is until you actually want to 
use it - then it all becomes 
blindingly obvious.  You can 
create some very professional 
looking menus with a little 
imagination coupled with the 
tools available - or if you don’t 
have any imagination the 
templates are adequate. 
 

Finish  
With the Finish button you can 
preview your project and burn 
it to a DVD, create DVD folders 
on a hard disk, or copy to a 
DLT recorder. 
 Before burning you have to 
select a template which 
determines the bitrate of the 
converted video.  You can 
choose a Ulead setting or make 
your own. If you are using pre-
made MPEG2 files it is best 
here to choose the rate of the 

original file, as the file will 
then not be re-encoded if it is 
the same.  
 The quality of the encoded 
files was very good but, as 
mentioned earlier, the footage 
captured as AVI seemed a bit 
better than the footage 
captured as MPEG2. 
 

Copy Protection  
You can also apply copy 
protection to your project or 
regionalise it. Ulead make a big 
thing about the copy 
protection, but what they don’t 
tell you (before you buy) is 
that to use Macrovision copy 
protection you need a licence 
from Macrovision - and CSS 
protection only works when 
writing to a DLT tape ready for 
mass duplication by a 
replication house.  
 So, for anyone who is going 
to buy this just for the copy 
protection – think twice. 

 
What’s it Like in Use?  
DVD Workshop 2, like its 
predecessor, is very easy to 
use and if you are not too 
ambitious you can produce a 
DVD within minutes of starting 
it up.  Unlike, say, Adobe 
Encore which presents you with 
a blank desktop with no clue as 
to what to do next. 

Ulead pronounce quite loudly 
that it is a professional 
authoring system, but due to 
the interface it does give the 
feel of something for the 
hobbyist rather than the 
professional, which is a shame.  
Again comparing it to Adobe 
Encore which has a Pro 
interface once you understand 
how to get past the blank 
desktop.  
 However you can produce 
very professional looking DVDs 
using Workshop.  Most of the 
operations are very easy to 
pick up and it has some very 
useful features.  If you are into 
subtitles you couldn’t get an 
easier system for applying 
them to your video. 
 I was particularly 
impressed with the slideshow 
feature which enables you to 
create a DVD from loads of still 
images.  You can categorise 
the images into different 
slideshows, choose a transition 
between each slide and add 
music and subtitles.  

 
So Would I Buy It?  
You have to be careful 
regarding some of Ulead’s 
claims about the software, 
especially the copy protection 
which, although it can add 
copy protection, has some 

caveats.  There is also an 
implication that you can import 
Photoshop multi-layered files. 
You can but it does flatten the 
image first so it’s no good 
creating buttons on layers in 
Photoshop and expecting them 
to be buttons in Workshop. 
 If you want to produce 
DVDs efficiently and quickly, 
DVD Workshop 2 does this for 
you very well and because of 
this I would recommend it 
without hesitation.  If you are 
a Workshop 1 user thinking 
about upgrading, I also think it 
would be a good move 
especially if you want subtitles, 
alternative audio tracks, 16:9 
support and slideshows.  Don’t 
bother if you are only 
upgrading for copy protection. 
 So if you are hankering 
after some design centric 
workflow, this is probably the 
program for you.  �Q��

Review 

Preview & Output  
At any point while all these 
various parameters are being 
selected the project can be 
previewed.  This is useful for 
ensuring, e.g. that each button 
is linked correctly, the end 
action set correctly and that 
the right actions are associated 
with the end user's remote 
buttons. 
 Encore offers various 
options for output.  These are: 
burn straight to disc; create a 
folder in which the Video_TS 
and Audio_TS files are 

compiled and can be played 
using suitable DVD playback 
software; create a DVD Image 
for burning to disc; or write to 
a Digital Linear Tape (DLT) for 
professional third-party 
replication.  If using the latter 
option Encore offers various 
copy protection methods and 
regional encoding. 
 

In Practice 
At KLA I have been using 
Adobe Encore DVD 
commercially since October 
2003 and overall I am very 

pleased with it.  Once one has 
mastered a few basic concepts it is 
really very straightforward and I 
am able to produce professional-
looking results in a relatively short 
time.  However, unlike Adobe 
programs like Photoshop, After 
Effects and Premiere, this is a 
completely new program and lacks
